Mentioning and remembering with honour all those who gave
their all to Serbia in the First World War is hardly enough. Expressed as a
percent of the total population, Serbia suffered the greatest losses of all
nations that took part in the First World War." The war came suddenly,
and not quite in keeping with diplomatic protocols. Austria-Hungary
declared war on 28 July 1914 in the form of an ordinary telegram sent to
Belgrade, although it was known that the Serbian government was in
Nis. They say the telegram was delivered to Prime Minister Nikola Pasi¢
while he was having lunch in a NiS restaurant. Having read it, he rose from
the table and said: Austria-Hungary has declared war on us. Our cause is
ajust one. God will help us.?

After the great Serbian victory at the Battle of Cer in August
1914, and the defeat on the Drina two months later, the enemy’s goal
was to push further to the Kolubara River in order to destroy the Serbian
army in the area of western Serbia. On 16 November, a day after they
captured the town of Valjevo, Austro-Hungarian forces began to cross to
the eastern bank of the swollen Kolubara, where Serbian forces had
retreated. The clash of the two warring armies known as the Battle of the
Kolubara, the strategy of which is still studied at many military academies
in the world, took place between 16 November and 15 December 1914
along a front of 150—200 kilometres. Superior in men and weapons, the

Austro-Hungarian forces under the command of Oskar von Potiorek
attacked the Serbian three armies composed of the Morava, Danube,
Rogatica, Maljen, Timok, Sumadija, Drina, Cavalry and Combined
divisions. Apart from General Zivojin MiSi¢ who led the famous 1st Army,
the leaders of the 2nd and the 3rd Armies were Generals Stepa Stepanovi¢
and Pavle Jurisi¢ Sturm respectively. The Uzice Group was led by General
Aracic. The brilliant military mind of General Misi¢ led the exhausted
Serbian troops to victory and the ultimate goal: the expulsion of the
enemy from Serbia.

The Serbian army launched a counterattack on 3 December
1914, with 1,300 new officers filling up the decimated commanding
ranks. All of them were young men of ook, university students, promoted
to the rank of corporal after a brief training and sent to the front. The
fighting ended on 15 December when Belgrade was recaptured. The
following day the Supreme Command officially announced that there is
not a single enemy soldier left in Serbia.’

The victory at the Battle of the Kolubara won the Serbian army
repute in the world and boosted the nation’s confidence. Not for long
though, because epidemics and a new enemy invasion would soon take
their toll. General Zivojin Misi¢ was promoted to the rank of field marshal
(vojvoda). Oskar von Potiorek, who had been the governor of Bosnia and




rode in the car of Archduke Franz Ferdinand at his assassination in
Sarajevo on 28 June 1914, was dismissed from command and ended his
military career ingloriously.

One of the focal points of the Battle of the Kolubara was Vrace,
a hill just off Lazarevac. The fortune of the battle changed several times
in a day, leaving behind many dead on both sides, including 400 of the
1,300 Serbian corporals. Among the killed was the socialist Dimitrije
Tucovi¢, whose remains were subsequently transferred from the ossuary
to a distinctive burial place, Slavija Square in Belgrade.

The remains of all soldiers who had died in the battle were
entombed in the memorial ossuary of the Church of St Demetrios in
Lazarevac. Built on an elevation overlooking the centre of Lazarevac, the
church stands as a beautiful and peaceful memorial to the years when this
picturesque part of Sumadija was the scene of death and sacrifice. The idea
to erecta memorial church with an ossuary was born out of the need to find
the final resting place for the bones of the fallen soldiers. The Committee on
the Erection of the Memorial Church and Ossuary in Lazarevac chaired by the
Rev. Cedomir M. Popovi¢ was set up in 1921. In 1937, after the Committee
was dissolved, the Society for Erecting the Memorial Church and Ossuary in
Lazarevac chaired by the Rev. Borivoje Djordjevi¢ was established.

Construction of the memorial chapel to a design by the
Russian-born architect lvan Afanasjevic Rik began in 1938 but, when
another war broke outin 1941, the portals, the crypt and the churchyard
were unfinished. The unfinished church and its drainage system sustained
considerable damage by air bombing, which subsequently was the cause
of the repeated flooding of the crypt.

The initial idea of 1921 to have a design reminiscent of the
church of St George on Oplenac is partially recognisable in the layout,
elevations and decoration.* The church is a cross-in-square with a central
dome and four smaller domes above corner bays. The narthex is
surmounted by a bell-tower in the form of a sixth smaller dome, which is
anunusual architectural feature. The whitewashed exterior is unassumingly
enlivened with a small number of narrow one-, two- and three-light
windows, rose windows and belt courses. In contrast to the calm lower
zone of the facades, the upper parts of the church are shaped with less
restraint to produce a more dynamic massing. The observable echoes of
medieval Serbian architecture received the architect’s personal stylistic
touch. The central motif of the main, western, facade is a neo-Romanesque
rose window above the arched portal. The northern and southern sides
show equally imposing portals accessed by solemn stairways.




The church of St Demetrios is the most important single design
of the architect Ivan Rik and no doubt the most monumental and
representative of all memorial ossuary chapels built in Serbia in those
years (e.g. in Celije near Lajkovac, in the village of Vrbovac, in Krupanj
etc.).

Some twenty years later the call for completing and refurbishing
the memorial church was increasingly heard. In 1960 the Committee on
the Rehabilitation and Presentation of the Memorial Church and Ossuary
in Lazarevac determined the state of repair and proposed the necessary
work. As the crypt was not architecturally completed, architect Dobrivoje
S. Pavlovi¢ of the Institute for the Protection of Cultural Monuments of the
Republic of Serbia was given the freedom to offer an authentic and more
up-to-date design. The conservation of the damaged and completion of
the unfinished parts of the church in keeping with the original design was
proposed by a detailed project by architect Dragomir M. Tadi¢, one of the
surviving corporals of the Battle of the Kolubara. Architect Miodrag
Mitrovi¢ developed an urban design for the area around the church within
the master plan of Lazarevac. The painter Veljko Stanojevi¢, a native of the
region, did the frescoes above the portals.

The crypt was architecturally and sculpturally reshaped and
the design was supplemented with historical data supplied by Colonel
Mihailo Rasi¢. The space of the crypt hitherto determined by the church
layout and fragmented by chambers and a long corridor was made more
open by radical alterations carried out under the watchful eye of the
structural engineer Oskar Hrabovski. Two platforms of different heights

were formed to accommodate three thematically organised spaces:
western, central and eastern. The entrance to the cryptis in the northern
wall of the western space, where the walls are covered with marble slabs
engraved with basic information about the battle. The texts, suitable for
the place and occasion, were written by the author Milorad Pani¢ Surep.
Bronze relief panels, a work of the sculptor Mihailo Tomi¢, occupy a central
place and visually evoke details of the battle: mounted field marshals and
commanding officers, a charge of Serbian troops, a story of 1,300
corporals... Carved in the marble wall in each of the four corners at the
sides of the recesses which contain boxes are the figures of a soldier, a
female and a male peasant, allegorical tomb keepers reminiscent of the
headstones of soldiers set up at the side of roads and in village cemeteries.
Each of the boxes, grouped by army (1st, 2nd and 3rd), bears a marble
plaque with the name of the regiment that took part in the battle. Sixty-
three boxes in all. Behind the recesses are three particularly furnished
chambers where the unidentified remains were deposited and walled up.
The crypt is lined with differently coloured marble quarried in Serbia,
Bosnia and Istria.

The work on the church and crypt was completed for the 50th
anniversary of the Battle of the Kolubara in 1964. More recently necessary
repairs have been made according to projects developed by the national
and municipal heritage protection institutions.

The greatest value of the Church of St Demetrios, apart from its
architectural and artistic merit, resides in its memorial character. The bones
of Serbian and enemy soldiers, 37 cubic metres, deposited together in one

place are a reminder not only of the bravery and patriotism of the Serbian
soldier but also of the compassion and openheartedness of a people.

The Memorial Church in Lazarevac was designated as a cultural
heritage property of outstanding importance (S/. glasnik SRS, no.
14/19).
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
