Air Force Command building

Cultural monument of great value

The Air Force Command building in Zemun, constructed in 1935 after a design
by the prominent architect Dragisa BraSovan (Vrsac 1887 — Belgrade 1965), on
thessite of the outbuildings of the Military Command, is one of the mostimportant
works of modern Yugoslav and Serbian architecture. One of the largest buildings
in Zemun at the time, it remains a commanding sight within the historic core of
Zemun. BraSovan used broad strokes and a play of masses to produce a coherent
architectural programme, while expressing the building’s purpose through a
symbolic spatial composition. The building is arranged on a rectangular plan
around an inner courtyard and approached via a fore-garden. It has a ground
floor and four upper storeys overlooked by a well-proportioned tower whose

mass is accentuated by the central dominant. It was conceived as an independent
block building, while forming a whole with the Zemun Military Command
building at 5 Glavna Street. The symmetrical mass of its front, emphasized by
the rounded lateral projections encompassing the ground floor and two upper
floors, lends an accent to the square (Avijaticarski). The facade that faces equally
important Glavna Street is characterized by a rhythmical succession of openings
and the carefully and unobtrusively placed statue of Icarus, whose mythological
symbolism is closely associated with the significance and purpose of the building.
The statue in the best traditions of modernist sculpture and Art Deco is a work of
the Novi Sad sculptor Zlata Markov (Zitiste 1908 — Novi Sad 1986), whose name




is engraved on its base. The expressive use of anatomy is strengthened by the
wings. The strong torso of the figure, on flexed powerfully-built legs, with arms
nailed to the wings, is curved to form a reversed letter “C’, suggesting the power,
energy and drama of flight. The principle of voluminosity in sculptural expression
is combined with a decorative quality through the rhythm of wing strips rising
above the figure and accentuating the pathos and drama of the first flight.
The figure is affixed to the facade, but gives the impression of a free-standing
sculptural form. The treatment of the ribs, hair and wings tones down the drama
and reinforces decorative effects. Icarus is a monumental presence and as such
perfectly fits its architectural setting.

With this design, Brasovan found original expression in shaping the forms
of modern architecture towards Art Deco. Departing from the principle of pure
functionality, heresorted toameasure of symbolismand decorativeness. BraSovan’s
modernism, after its initial references to the language of the expressionist
tradition, reached its heights in his designs for the Air Force Command building in
Zemun, the Danube Banovina building in Novi Sad and the State Printing House
in Belgrade. The Air Force Command building expresses a dynamic relationship
of horizontal and vertical masses, and bears BraSovan’s recognizable imprint.
It possesses originality, visual expressiveness, inner dynamism and affinity for
detail. The interior is purist in its utterly distilled modernism.

The Air Force Command building is one of BraSovan’s most successful designs
and architecturally the most important piece of modern architecture in the
historic core of Zemun, contributing to it with its unquestionable merit and
distinctive purpose. The presence of different types of architecture within the
protected historic core of Zemun, from the so-called Balkan, Vojvodina and small-
town house to historicist one- and and two-storey residential and residential/
commercial buildings to public buildings of various purposes, reaches its high
point in BraSovan's original design.

On 5 April 1999, at four fifteen in the morning, two NATO missiles hit the central

portion of the building towards Glavna Street and the courtyard-facing side of
the tower respectively. In June 2000 a memorial to the members of the Air Force
and Air Defence killed in the air strike was set up in front of the right-hand side
projection of the front facade. The reconstruction of the building according to the

original plans was completed in 2000/1.

It should be noted that the original plans created in 1934 were signed by the architects who formed part of
Brasovan’s team: Mil. M. Jovanovic and Sava Djonovic (AF & AD Archives; Heritage Designation File, CHPIB
Documentation, SK 319).
