The late antique literary biography of Alexander the Great
known as Pseudo-Callisthenes’ Alexander Romance was re-
markably popular reading both in Byzantium and in the West
in the middle ages. This literary work was also translated into
Serbian Slavonic. Two extensively illustrated manuscripts of
the “Serbian Alexandride”, and one decorated with only a few
drawings are known. The paper discusses the iconographic
features of the oldest of the known manuscripts, the so-called
Belgrade Alexandride, which is commonly dated to the sec-
ond half or the end of the fourteenth century. The research is
particularly focused on the costumes of the depicted figures.

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On Byzantine origins of figural miniatures
of Belgrade Alexandride

Alexander Romance by Pseudo-Calisthenes, written
probably in the third or at the beginning of the fourth cen-
tury AD, enjoyed a great popularity during the Middle Ages.
One of the main reasons for its wide reception was the inter-
est for its main character. In Byzantium, the comparison of
the emperors with Alexander the Great was so widespread
rhetorical commonplace that this ancient ruler can be treated
as a paradigmatic figure of the Byzantine imperial ideology.
Among Byzantine images of Alexander one should especially
mention a depiction of his Ascension, as well as illuminated
manuscripts of the Romance, of which the codex from the
Institituto Ellenice in Venice, created on request of the em-
peror of Trebizond Alexios Komnenos IIT (1349-1390) is the
most valuable. The reception of the Alexander Romance in
Medieval West is characterized by great complexity, espe-
cially regarding number of translations and adaptations in
many vernacular languages. Like in Byzantium, the most
widespread image of Alexander was the scene of his Ascen-
sion, and there exist a multitude of manuscripts of volumi-
nous corpus of Alexander literature. Also, images of Alex-
ander as one of the personifications of the chivalric ideals
are worth mentioning.

The figure of Alexander the Great was present in
the Serbian medieval culture, too. Serbian version of Al-
exander Romance is known under the conventional title
of Serbian Aleksandride. There are only two extensively
illustrated manuscript of this literary work and one with
only a few drawings. The oldest illustrated manuscript,
the so-called Belgrade Alexandride, was destroyed in the
German bombing of the National Library of Serbia on
the April 6th, 1941, where, under the number 226 (757),
it was kept for nearly four decades. Our intention is for
this particular occasion limited to investigating the icono-
graphic origins of the miniatures of that destroyed manu-
scripts, which is believed to originate from the second half
or the end of the fourteenth century. Although research-
ers often insisted on the western origins of certain icono-

graphic and stylistic features of the Belgrade Alexandride,
implying the existence of a template of such a provenance,
it seems that there are no sufficient grounds for such a
view. On the contrary, based on the iconographic analysis,
their Byzantine origin can be reliably assumed.

Byzantine character of artistic decoration of Bel-
grade manuscript is revealed already on the depictions of
Alexander the Great as well as the some images of his sol-
diers (Fig. 1-2, 4, 10). On the first mentioned miniature,
Macedonian “emperor® is represented wearing a very unu-
sual, high hat, with two-part rim. This is apparently an ele-
ment of the late-Byzantine court costume. Namely, simi-
larities have already been noted between the hats from the
Belgrade manuscripts and one on the famous portrait of
the emperor John Palaeologus VIII (fig. 6) on the medal-
lion that was made by the early Renaissance master Anto-
nio Pizano - Pizanelo during the stay of the Byzantine del-
egation at the Council of Ferrara-Florence (1438-1439).
The hat of the same Emperor on his portrait in the Sinai
Psalter (MS. Sinaite gr. 2123, fol 30v), based on Pizanelos
medallion, is very similar. The prevailing opinion is that in
the hats of John VIII one should recognize skiadion, a cap
which is in Pseudo-Kodinos treatise referred to as a part of
the costume of the Byzantine emperor and the court digni-
taries. Stated assumption is not completely provable, since
the above-mentioned source does not provide a detailed
description of the hat in question. Therefore, it is possible
that the skiadion should be understood as the name for the
usual courtly high cap. First among other similar examples
is visible on the portrait of Manuel Lascaris Hatzikes in
the Church of the Virgin of Pantanassa in Mistras, paint-
ed some time after 1445 (fig. 7). Similarly, in a miniature
with the depiction of Oriental princes in the manuscript of
Chevalier errant from the National Library in Paris (MS fr.
12559), illustrated between 1403. and 1405, one of the fig-
ures is showed with a pointed hat of the similar shape with
the above-mentioned Byzantine examples (fig. 8). As was
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recently assumed, this miniature probably quite faithfully
displays costume and appearance of Emperor Manuel Pal-
aeologus II (1391-1425), who visited Paris twice as a guest
of King Charles VI. A hat that fits within the aforemen-
tioned typology was also presented in the Venice manu-
script of Alexander Romance (fig. 9).

One of the Western European book illustrations is
also worth of attention. On frontispis of Alexander Ro-
mance by Johan Hartlib (History von dem grossen Ale-
ksander), printed in Augsburg in 1473, Alexander is
represented with a hat very similar to the Byzantine ex-
amples discussed above (fig. 12). Since it is the only exam-
ple known to us in which Alexander the Great is shown
similarly as in the manuscript from the former National
Library of Serbia, one must ask whether this can be treat-
ed as a proof of Western European origins of Belgrade
miniatures, contrary to the previously expressed belief in
their Byzantine origin? However, although it may seem
appealing, this assumption nevertheless does not seem
reasonable. On the other hand, one could think that the
iconographic template for the Alexander’s image on the
frontispis of Hartliebs book could have been Pizanelo’s
medallion of John VIII, or some other depiction of Alex-
ander that could be based on it.

Regarding costume, the second depiction of Al-
exander the Great in Belgrade Alexandride is unique in
the overall medieval iconography of this ruler (fig. 15).
However, it is easy to find similar comparative examples
in the Byzantine and Serbian medieval art. As was already
noted, the same type of cap was represented on Theod-
ore Metochites portrait above the entrance of the nave of
catholicon of Chora monastery in Constantinople. Other
numerous examples, especially those from the Serbian
fourteenth century painting, testify to the prevalence of
the cap in question. Particular comparative value have
caps of the holy warriors in the clothes of the Byzantine
court dignitaries from the compositions of the Heavenly
court, such as those in the Monastery of Zaum (1361) and
the Monastery of King Marko (1376/1377). One should
also mention depictions of St. Alexander of Thessalonica
in the costume of dignitaries in St. Athanasius in Kasto-
ria (1383/1384) and in St. Mary on Globoko, from the late
fourteenth century. Namely, it turns out that the great an-
cient conqueror is represented just as the holy warrior of
the same name. Therefore, one cannot exclude the pos-
sibility that the iconography of Alexander’s representation
in Belgrade manuscript was formulated upon some repre-
sentation of St. Alexander of Thessalonica. Finally, icono-
graphical detail worth of interest on the representations
of Alexander the Great in Belgrade Alexandride is a ring
in his right hand. It is a magical ring that was given to
Alexander by empress Cleopatra, and by which its wearer
becomes invisible.

Depictions of Emperor Senchos (fig. 18) and an
unidentified emperor (fig. 19), should be viewed in the
same iconographic context with the previously discussed
miniatures. Although some authors were inclined to in-
terpret the crowns of the mentioned rulers, with Gothic
ornaments in the form of lilies, as an indication of a West-
ern character of Belgrade miniatures, Byzantine origin

of mentioned insignia is doubtless. This is confirmed by
comparison with the representations of byzantine stema-
togiria, such as those from London tetraevangelion (fig.
20) or the portrait of Jovan Dragusin in the Church of St.
George in Polosko (fig. 21). Of course, decorations in the
form of lilies on the mentioned crowns in Belgrade manu-
scripts represent a departure from the type of byzantine
stematogirion. However, this is probably another exam-
ple of artist's improvisation, maybe connected in some
way with the heterogeneity of rulers” insignia in Serbian
tradition, that is with the fact that some Serbian rulers
were represented with an open, often Gothic crowns. II-
luminator’s tendency toward improvisation reveals the
miniature of Queen Candace, too (fig. 22). Her crown is
actually a modified version of those shows on the heads
of the mentioned two rulers. Empress depicted on fol.
74v is also dressed in the costume of Byzantine origin,
and her representation is easily placed in the context of
Serbian medieval art. On the other hand, dress and hat
of Emperor Porus are very different if compared to the
costume of characters that precede it. However, Byzantine
iconographic provenance of this miniature is also beyond
doubt. For the costume of unrecognized emperor on fol.
81r, primarily for unusually high hat of this rulers, one
cannot find an adequate analogy. A similar conclusion ap-
plies to the miniature of the Prophet David (82v). It by
no means correspondes to the known representations of
this Old Testament king and prophet. Therefore, it seems
proper to interpret its form as an example of the fantastic
iconography. Identical conclusion arises when it comes to
the image of the emperor painted on fol. 81v.

The miniature with the depiction of Alexander ‘s
feast is the only example of the profane feast of Serbian
medieval art (figs. 23-24). Some author’s thoughts on its
Western-European origin is opposed by its iconographic
features (warriors with “skiadia”), as well as by compo-
sitional structure of the scene. Formally, regarding the
frontal display of the scene and the features of the painted
architecture, the image is similar to many Byzantine and
Serbian representations of the meal, such as the Last Sup-
per and the Wedding at Cana. On the other hand, based
on its stylistic features — domination of drawings and ru-
dimentary artistic expression — the discussed miniature
is reminiscent of some works of Western origin - e.g. il-
lustrations of the feasts in the manuscript of the Book of
Job, created in Mystra in 1363 (Paris. gr. 135, fig. 25). For a
group of musicians, the second segment of the feast in Bel-
grade Alexandride, most similar formal and iconographic
comparative examples can be easily found in the corpus of
the religious painting of the Byzantine cultural sphere. De-
spite that dependence on conventional forms of religious
paintings, it was believed that miniature in question had
great documentary value, as a representation of instru-
ments “that could be used in the Serbian court at the time.”
Not completely rejecting this interpretation, one should
point out the possibility that it is actually a literal illus-
tration of one of the episodes from Serbian Alexandride.
Namely, the represented instruments are mentioned sev-
eral time in the text, within the descriptions of the feasts.
